· Good practice in the protection of girls, boys and adolescences victims of offenses. Prevention and enforcement of minors’ sexual abuse.
· Attention to girls, boys and adolescences from the mental health care point of view. Role of Psychology in the treatment.
· Minors´ protection in the context of communications and the new technologies.
· Prevention of violence and addictions in kids and adolescences, protective environment.
· Strategy of training for specialists who take care of girls, boys and adolescences.
