Developing: 

Sexual rights are a subject that demands immediate attention from the different prisms of analysis provided by the sciences. Although it is true that the mentioned topic has been maintained for some time already in certain spaces of discussion at international level and approached by some scientific disciplines, the question has not deserved, for diverse reasons, the profound attention from Law scientists.  The answer could be found in the very absence of these human rights in the political agendas of many States or in the insufficient cohesion of organizations and institutions that include, among their fundamental tasks, the advocacy for sexual rights in relation to their recognition and further guarantees. It could also refer to pressure groups that, from religious fundamentalisms covered by discrimination, refuse to recognize sexual rights in their inescapable human rights, and therefore universal rights. 
There are no international legal instruments of a binding nature that recognize all sexual rights as human rights, so that the particular regulation of some of these in certain States has derived from the political will of the same or as a result of the dialogue between the State itself and the civil society that claims it. 
From 1959, and with the advance of the Cuban revolutionary process, a social justice project has taken place containing cultural transformations that mean the erosion of patriarchy as a paradigm of power. As part of these transformations, an important group of human rights linked to sexuality has been recognized and guaranteed: the right of women to make decisions about their bodies and the recognition of abortion as a universal and free health service, the right to sexual education in different stages of life, access to health services related to the reproductive decisions are some of these.
However, an objective analysis of current Cuban legislation allows us to argue that there is still a lack of protection to sexual rights linked to sexual orientation and gender identity. The insufficient legal protection of LGBTI persons against the occurrence of violent events due to their sexual orientation or gender identity is an important point in the debate. This paper aims to focus on the main expressions of violence towards people with sexual orientations and non-heteronormative gender identities as one of the foundations to advance in the protection of sexual rights in the Cuban context.
